(2) REGRET, REMORSE, REMINDER of Past Failures .... Discouragement that can lead to PARALYSIS

Previous Honest Attempts... Met by Repeated Falling Short => Demotivation

The Temptation after Significant or Repeated Failure is TO QUIT!

— Survey Your Life and Find Where You've QUIT

— Not Only Do we Quit, but were Tempted to Believe that 60D HAS QUIT TOO!

— WHY Would God Still Be Faithfully Working on my Behalf after all my
Inconsistency... Waywardness... Stubbornness... Laziness... Pride...efc.?

Aaron the high priest who led Israel in the worship of the golden calf and the accompanying
orgy. ... And then there was Solomon the world's leading polygamist. And it goes on like that. ...You
see, you just follow the flow of history and it's the march of the unqualified, is what it is.
